Make sure all components are included:

Oly. 8 - 5/16" x 1-1/4" Hex Head Lag Bolt
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Oty. 4 - Aluminum Anchor Plates

Step #2:

After your bench is completely
assembled, place the aluminum anchor
brackels onlo Lthe inside cenler of the lwo
ouler bench legs and mark the hole
placement for drilling the pilot holes.

Step #3: Remove the aluminum anchor plates
and drill a 1/8" diameter hole 3/8" deep into the
previously marked locations on the bench ends.

After the holes are drilled, line up the aluminum
brackels and using the 1/2" wrench [aslen the
5/16" x 1-1/4" Hex Head Lag Bolts provided as
shown.

Step # 5:

Place your bench in place and anchor into place
from the anchor manufacturer. Anchors are not
included due Lo dillerent applicalions. Pleasc see
your hardware store o gel the proper anchor [or
your application
